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TOOLS FOR ADVOCASY AND LOBBYNG CAMPAING FOR ACTIV CITISENS

Summary Of The Project

The project TOOLS FOR ADVOCACY AND LOBBYING CAMPAIGN FOR ACTIVE CITIZENS was developed as a mutual effort of all promoters ( Applicant - Bosnia and Herzegovina, and partners Cyprus, France, Belgium, Turkey, Croatia, Serbia, Macedonia) in order to have a well balanced multiplying effect, with a total number of 28 participants as direct beneficiaries in the project.

Project is taking place from 22-30.03.2014 in Brcko district, Bosnia and Hercegovina 

TC has three learning phases: 
e-learning preparation for the course, 
residential training and 
e-learning follow-up to the course. 
The residential will take place in Bosnia and Herzegovina for duration of 7 days + 2 days for travel, and will be focused on non-formal education and experiential learning about tools according to advocacy and lobbing campaign.

The project will increase participants positive awareness of other cultures : this project will bring together youth workers from 8 countries that will collaborate with local youth workers, and this multicultural team will have to work together and contribute to each others learning process. 

The project supports dialogue and intercultural encounters with other young people from different backgrounds and cultures: the process of recruitment the participants will create a diverse group (different countries, different backgrounds, different potential, different skills and abilities, etc). 
During the training course, through an intercultural process, they will discover each other’s differences and work with them and the training will not be possible if the participants will not cooperate in order to develop new advocacy initiatives together. 
Specific objectives of our project are:

• To promote partnership approach among youth organizations at national and regional level;

• To raise youth organizations awareness of participation in decision making process as necessary condition for societal change. 

• To explore active citizenship issues from participants own experience and the resources and opportunities available to address issues of concern through democratic, civil and civic engagement;

• To identify local opportunities for community engagement, leadership and participation. Identify locally specific routes to influence decision-making and ways to create stronger voice and identity with their own youth groups;

• To understand the basic concept of advocacy, campaigning and lobbying tools and its connection to active citizenship;

• To develop creative and attractive ways to apply advocacy, campaigning and lobbying tools  for youth activism, with a special emphasis on civic engagement;

Participants will receive a education training on advocacy and lobbying tools. What this training differs from other similar capacity building interventions is its methodology and approach. The course focuses not only on the transfer of knowledge but as well on the personal development of participants, that are necessary in order to support the transfer from gained knowledge to practiced behavior. It will be fully supported by course tutors and will be a supervised model of learning. In this way the participants will be able to practice what they have learned, about youth policies, media and communications, minorities, education through outdoor activities, making it easier for them to initiate and implement similar such actions in the future.
